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Tourism Policy and Change in the Hotel Industry
in South Korea

1) The relationship with the tourism policy

The tourism policy doesn't live in the empty space in terms of the actual social
phenomenon and theoretical studies. As a matter of fact, it influences and is influenced
by the surrounded factors constantly. The factors connected to the tourism policy
directly and indirectly giving and taking an influence are called the environment of the
tourism policy, and it is impossible to make an appropriate decision on the tourism policy
without taking the tourism environment into account in today's rapidly changing
circumstances.

The dependence on environment of the tourism policy in practical business suggests
the importance of environment in theoretical analysis. Thus, it is required to think of the
tourism policy in relation to the environment when you try to understand the tourism
policy. We had better have a deeper perspective on the tourism policy as it is the
respond of the government and a business on the changes of environment, and at the
same time the effort to change the environment.

2) The relationship with tourism businesses

The internal and external environment has become the important factors in managing
tourism businesses. The environment has been a major consideration of strategic plan of
a company in studying related surroundings. In addition to that, a company should adapt
itself to the environment which is an upper system in order to survive, grow, and expand
because a company incapable of adapting to environment will be wiped out of business. A
company and environment have a deep interrelationship in essence. Specifically the
external environment of a company which has a great effect on doing business as an
upper system has become a critical part of analysis in forming its business strategies.
The composition study of tourism businesses is used to prove which factor plays the
most critical role in achieving company's goal among variables which have an influence
on business such as a market, a vendor, a competitor, the government, and technical
factors.

3) The relationship with the hotel industry

The environment of the hotel is called external conditions surrounding hotels and
maintaining certain relationship with tourism businesses. It is proved that the ability of
coping with the environment which is the external condition has a great deal of effect on
the strategies and results of business by a lot of precedent studies. The environmental
variable which has been constantly emphasized in these studies has greater impact on
strategies and results of tourism businesses than those on other businesses'. It is also
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proved that the environment of the hotel, which includes not only natural, physical, and
social environment claimed by many of environmental scholars but also tourism
atmosphere and circumstances indispensable for doing tourism business due to the
structural properties of the hotel business, has a big effect on the strategies and results
of hotel businesses.
